Barbara Keating returns for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Multinodular goiter.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 122/68, weight 153 pounds, and BMI is 24. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. Examination of her thyroid gland reveals the presence of the left thyroid lobe nodule, which on previous evaluation was found to have features consistent with benign hyperplastic nodule on fine needle aspiration biopsy.

Lab studies at this time are satisfactory with a TSH of 0.8.

IMPRESSION: Stable multinodular goiter without evidence of thyroid hormone imbalance.

I recommend continuing the current program. Followup with her primary doctor as I retire in the near future.
