The patient had complete loss of consciousness for about a minute.  He hit the head on the ground.  He was deaf for the next day and half.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented after the cannon was firing.  The patient was not able to hear.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.
Since the event, the patient has significant tinnitus and ringing in the ears.  The patient tells me that it is from the cannon firing and loud sound.  The patient also was diagnosed with PTSD.  The patient is angry a lot.  The patient is angry all the time.  The patient was also diagnosed with depression.
The patient also confusion, headache with vomiting.  The patient has new changes.  The patient has loss of chain of thought.  The patient has vertigo.  The patient is sensitivity to light.  The patient has depression and anxiety.  The patient is not able to trust people.

The patient tells me that it is currently affecting his job.
The patient has been taking sertraline 50 mg a day since February 2025.  It is my opinion that the patient had sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in the military ship, in 1995.  The patient tells me that he was trying to throw some garbage and suddenly a cannon exploded and fired 10 shots above his head.  The patient was knockdown immediately.  The patient felt to the ground and hit the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about minute.  The patient when he woke-up, the patient was confused, disoriented, and not able to hear.  The patient has deafness for about day and half.  Since the event, the patient has significant headache, tinnitus, vertigo symptoms, and sensitivity to light.  It is my opinion that the cannon firing caused him to have traumatic brain injury.  The chronic headaches with vomiting, vertigo, tinnitus symptoms are common symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
