HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 23-year-old very smart young man comes in after a hammer fell on his nose yesterday.

He is alert. He is awake. He did not lose consciousness. No signs or symptoms of concussion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. He does vape.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 156 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 20. Pulse 59. Blood pressure 121/69.

NECK: No JVD. There is a small scratch over the bridge of the nose.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

X-ray of the nose reveals displaced nasal bone fracture.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Nasal bone fracture displaced. I told him he needs to see ENT to keep him from developing abnormality and sequelae of the nasal bone fracture later.
2. For now, Neo-Synephrine two puffs three times a day only for three days.
3. Keflex 500 mg q.i.d.

4. Come back and see me in three days if he is not improved.
5. If develops any signs or symptoms of concussion, go to the emergency room right away.
6. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
