CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 50-year-old male with history of coronary artery disease and myocardial infarction is seen for evaluation. The patient reports having experienced a myocardial infarction in February 2021. He was evaluated at Torrance Memorial Hospital. He states that he underwent an angiogram which was normal. He was hospitalized for approximately two months. The patient presents for evaluation. He currently denies chest pain or shortness of breath.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Diabetes.

2. Atrial fibrillation.
3. Heart failure with reduced ejection fraction.

4. Osteo of the right foot.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Amputation right foot.
MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 5 mg one b.i.d., metoprolol 50 mg one daily, furosemide 40 mg one daily, spironolactone 25 mg one daily, losartan 25 mg one daily, and gabapentin one t.i.d.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with CA. Father had myocardial infarction. Brother had myocardial infarction. Sister died with uterine cancer. Uncle had prostate cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is a morbidly obese male who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 109/55, pulse 73, respiratory rate 20, height 68”, and weight 467 pounds.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 74 beats per minute. ECG otherwise noted to be normal.
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IMPRESSION: This patient is known to have history of heart failure with reduced ejection fraction, history of atrial fibrillation, diabetes, and ongoing dyspnea.

PLAN: We will obtain Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, and echocardiogram. Continue Eliquis for now. Discontinue losartan. Discontinue metoprolol. Entresto 24/26 mg one p.o. b.i.d. #180, Jardiance 10 mg one p.o. daily #90, Ozempic 0.25 mg subcutaneously weekly, carvedilol 3.125 mg p.o. b.i.d., furosemide 40 mg one p.o. b.i.d., Lipitor 40 mg one p.o. h.s. The patient is to be seen in followup in eight weeks. He requires echocardiogram.
