CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter-in-law and the patient was admitted to the hospital because of severe back pain and urinary infection. The patient was seen by a specialist and antibiotic was started and she received Bactrim DS tablet 800 mg one tablet twice a day. The patient also had a CT scan of the brain and it showed cerebral atrophy and she was supposed to be seen by neurologist. The patient stated that sometimes she has anger.

The patient is currently feeling better and she has no fever or chills. I had a long discussion with the patient and her daughter-in-law and all their questions answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
The patient also had mild anemia at the hospital.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, severe headache, double vision, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet once a day and metoprolol 25 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient is also on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day for hypercholesterolemia along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and she is on clopidogrel 75 mg tablet once a day.

The patient is also on Zetia 10 mg once a day for hypercholesterolemia.

The patient has a history of rheumatoid arthritis and she is on hydroxychloroquine 200 mg tablet one tablet a day as per rheumatologist.

The patient recently started on quetiapine 25 mg tablet one tablet twice a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a widow and she lives with the family. She has no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use or substance abuse. Otherwise, the patient is very active.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. She has congenital deformity of the hands and feet.
PSYCHOLOGIC: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
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
