Bennie Halwig has been seen in the office for number of years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves’ disease.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Dyslipidemia.

4. Hypertension.

Previously, he had radioiodine therapy for Graves’ disease in 2001 and has been on thyroid hormone replacement since then.

At this point, he has no complaints relative to the thyroid.

His wife passed away in the recent past.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.1 mg, eight pills per week, atorvastatin 5 mg daily, labetalol 200 mg twice daily, and aspirin.

On examination, blood pressure 140/72, weight 222 pounds, and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact. There is no neck lymphadenopathy.

Recent Lab Studies: TSH 1.55 and free T4 0.8, both normal.

IMPRESSION: Post ablative hypothyroidism and Graves’ disease currently stable and inappropriate dose of thyroid hormone.

I have asked that he continue the Synthroid 0.1 mg eight pills per week, as of now in addition to his other medications.

Follow with his primary doctor as I retire in the near future.
