The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie described that he has been doing wonderful and he is doing much better. His wife also agreed that Leslie has been doing good since the medication Depakote were changed to 500 mg twice a day it act has a miracle drug to stabilize his mood and behavior. He is on Seroquel 100 mg twice a day and 400 mg at bedtime and Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day. He denies any side effect of the medication. He claimed that he has been sleeping good, eating good, getting along way with his wife and has been feeling much better. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. His wife described he is really doing good and he is very happy with the current treatment. There was no side effect of the medication. I further encouraged that he should get a complete physical and blood workup including Depakote level to which he agreed. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia and restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder bipolar type, making positive improvement with no side effect, no suicidal or homicidal behavior, no argument or anti behavior with his children and with his wife.
PLAN: I will send the prescription on Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day and Seroquel 100 mg twice a day, and Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime. A 30-days supply of the medication was ordered.
