Dear Brittany:

This is a followup for Angela with chronic kidney disease and liver transplant.  Last visit in August 2024.  Severe neuropathy on medications.  Follows with podiatrist for some losing toenails but no infection and no gangrene.  They are going to test her circulation ABI soon.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urine output unsteady but no falling episode.  No chest pain or palpitations or increase of dyspnea.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I want to highlight the Tacro, CellCept, takes Lasix and Aldactone.
Physical Examination:  Has gained few pounds up to 165 pounds, before 161 pounds.  Blood pressure 133/58 by nurse.  Lungs are clear.  A systolic murmur appears regular.  No ascites tenderness.  No edema, nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries March 2025.  Creatinine improved from as high as 1.7 presently 1.38.  Present GFR 46 stage III.  High potassium 5.6.  Normal sodium, mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  PTH normal.  Low white blood cell, low neutrophils, anemia 12.5, and low platelet count.  She follows with transplant clinic Henry Ford.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, presently stable.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Exposed to high risk medications, liver transplant.  Prior imaging no kidney obstruction or urinary retention.  High potassium probably related to the Aldactone decreased to three days a week.  There is pancytopenia.  No active bleeding or infection.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for vitamin D125.  Normal nutrition.  Other chemistries stable.  We are going to update levels of potassium and magnesium.  She takes magnesium replacement.  She is looking for gastroenterologist to follow liver transplant and avoid the long trip to Henry Ford.  We have in Midland as well as Carson City GI people that she can choose.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
