She is an 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of atherosclerotic heart disease, bradycardia, weight loss, and severe weakness. The patient is now totally and completely bedbound, has increased shortness of breath, increased confusion, complains of being cold all the time, has developed a stage II right ankle lateral malleolus decubitus ulcer and a right hip stage II decubitus ulcer. Her MAC has dropped to 16. O2 sat stable at 99% with a pulse of 89. The patient is totally and completely blind. Her other comorbidities include hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease. Her daughter tells me that she is eating less, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, has bouts of constipation, increased confusion. Overall prognosis remains poor, expected to live less than six months given natural progression of her disease.
