Joshua is a 50-year-old who is being recertified today for hospice care at home with history of endstage COPD. The patient is O2 dependent. He lives with his wife who is his primary caregiver. He has had COPD most of his life. He has increased confusion related to hypoxemia. He is weak, has lost tremendous muscle mass, difficulty with walking; he was able to ambulate with a cane, but no longer. The patient continues to have severe pain, anxiety and air hunger. His KPS score is now dropped from 50 to 40%. He is ADL dependent, requires help of others to survive. He is bowel and bladder incontinent and wears diapers. He is also short of breath at all times and requires oxygen on regular basis. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He is expected to live less than six months; hence remains hospice appropriate. His recent MAC was reported at 34 cm left arm. He wears his oxygen at 2 L and requires neb treatments on regular basis.
