Sally is an 84-year-old woman with history of advanced dementia, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, pacemaker in place, and hypertension. The patient was recently hospitalized with diverticulitis. Because of the patient’s severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency, and change in mentation, it was decided to proceed with hospice care at home. She has also lost tremendous amount of weight. She eats very little per her daughter. The patient has increased lethargy, sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is expected to do poorly. Overall prognosis is poor. KPS is at 40%. The patient’s FAST is reported at 7A. Overall prognosis remains poor for this woman. Weight loss is unavoidable along with history of protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
