This is an 80-year-old woman currently on hospice with malignant neoplasm of the brain. She also suffers from hypertension, rheumatic tricuspid insufficiency, polyneuropathy, unspecified osteoarthritis, long-term use of antibiotics, and chronic pain.

The patient is no longer a candidate for chemo, radiation and/or surgical treatment. MRI recently showed no response to the treatment. Subsequently, the patient’s husband who is her caregiver has decided on hospice care at home. The patient has a KPS score of 40%, FAST score of 7C. Her weight loss is deemed unavoidable. The patient requires pain medication to control her symptoms of pain related to her brain cancer. The patient is sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day. She has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and definitely requires help with all ADL. The patient has had weight loss as I mentioned, expected to do poorly and most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease.
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
