Ms. Soto is an 89-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of malignant neoplasm of the ovary. The patient is being recertified for hospice care at home at this time.
Since last certification, she has become much more short of breath, she is now short of breath with exertion, has developed swelling of the lower extremity, increased confusion, memory loss, and sleeping 16-18 hours a day. KPS score has now dropped to 40%. She requires help and turning to keep her from developing bedsores. She also has lost weight, has decreased appetite, she is bowel and bladder incontinent and of course total ADL dependent. She has MAC of 21 cm right arm. Other comorbidities include secondary malignant neoplasm of the liver, intrahepatic duct, lymph nodes i.e. metastases, hypertensive heart disease, heart failure, systemic lupus erythematosus, hyperlipidemia, anemia, acute lymphoblastic leukemia and neutropenia. The patient is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy and the patient and the family along with the patient’s oncologist have decided on hospice care at home. She most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease.
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
