CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 75-year-old African American female referred for evaluation/clearance.
HPI: The patient was anticipated to have cataract surgery. However, she was found to have an abnormal EKG. The patient was subsequently referred for evaluation. She has had no chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations. She has had no nausea or vomiting. She has no history of hypertension or diabetes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes breast cancer.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Status past left mastectomy.
2. History of appendectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Letrozole one daily and MultiVites b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a smoker. She notes prior alcohol use, but denies any drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 152/83, pulse 59, respiratory rate 18, height 65.5” and weight 123.2 pounds.

The exam is significant for left mastectomy. Otherwise unremarkable.
DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 53 bpm and loss of R-waves in the leads V1 to V3.
IMPRESSION:

1. Hypertension untreated.

2. Tobaccoism.

3. Abnormal EKG.

4. Sinus bradycardia.

PLAN: Echocardiogram, lipid panel, Chem-20, CBC. Follow up post echocardiogram.
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
