PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 110/69.

Pulse is 89.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.2.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Tenderness in the right upper quadrant, not a very impressive Murphy sign. Normal bowel sounds. The patient stated that she ate this morning and had no problems with eating.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. UTI improved.

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PLAN: I contacted the general surgeon’s office today to see if they can see this child as soon as possible. They stated they have never received the fax we sent to them, but we re-faxed it and they have received and they stated that they would contact the child’s parents and her for followup examination and date and time if surgery is indicated. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. We did the following tests today: CBC and CMP.
A stool culture was also sent. The patient was given a cup, advised to give a sample in the cup and take it to the lab and to not bring it to the office. Mother states she understands and will comply.
