This is a 69-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD, O2 dependency, weight loss, tachycardia, mild pedal edema, right-sided heart failure, high risk of fall, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence; wears a diaper. He is becoming more short of breath. He is using his nebulizer treatments on regular basis as well as p.r.n. basis at least four to six times a day. He has a right-sided MAC of 29 cm. PPS of 40%. He still smokes without oxygen outside with the help of his caregiver. His O2 saturation on 2 L of oxygen is at 95%. He has issues with air hunger as well as anxiety related to his COPD. His lower extremity edema is related to right-sided heart failure which is consistent with advanced COPD. The patient has weight loss, difficulty with mentation most likely related to hypoxemia. Overall prognosis is poor for this gentleman, he is expected to do poorly and given his current status, he most likely has less than six months to live. His other comorbidities include congestive heart failure, pedal edema, right-sided heart failure, and chronic pain. He also had a stroke few years ago, has right-sided weakness, respiratory failure and hypoxemia. The patient has had a decrease in his MAC consistent with his weight loss. He tells me that he is eating less because he just does not have the appetite or the heart to eat any more.
