She has a pacemaker in place and has had gallbladder surgery in the past. The patient’s O2 sat is at 96% with a pulse of 76. She also suffers from hypothyroidism and coronary artery disease with symptoms of angina. The patient has a walker that she walks with. She has lost weight. She has right-sided heart failure related to her COPD as well as mild pedal edema. She would like to take nitroglycerin for her chest pain because she has had it before and has helped her tremendously. She also would like to start back on her pain medication which she was on in the past and has helped her shoulder and back pain and arm pain. Her activity level is very diminished. She uses a walker to get around. She continues to decline with increased shortness of breath. She is now using her nebulizer four to six times a day to help with her breathing.
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
