A 90-year-old woman being seen for face-to-face evaluation today with history of Alzheimer dementia. She lives with her daughter Reema who tells me that mother continues to eat less, to be more withdrawn, episodes of anxiety, and difficulty with mentation. She has demonstrated weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. She also is ADL dependent and wears an adult diaper. She is taking her melatonin at night that is continuing to work for her, but the family is very adamant against any medication to help with behavioral issue except something natural; she is continuing with the Aricept at this time. She has difficulty with ambulation. Her MAC is 22.5. FAST score is 7A. She continues to have off and on pedal edema and shortness of breath with activity. Her ambulation is quite diminished. She is no longer able to use a walker and the family would like for her to walk with two family members on each side. She also suffers from renal insufficiency and increased confusion and sundowner syndrome especially at nighttime. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given current status, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
