Dear Dr. Dungo:

Thank you for referring Ms. Joyce Ocone for Infectious Diseases evaluation.
The patient presents with blotchy skin rash for at least one year, which is sometimes itchy and does not improve despite therapy. She denies any recent travel, pets, or exposure to chemicals. She denies any bites. No new medications.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for glaucoma, hypertension, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, and anxiety disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: Medications include alprazolam, losartan, levothyroxine, and simvastatin.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not drink, smoke or use intravenous drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-nourished, well-developed female, awake, alert and oriented x 3, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98, BP 130/70, pulse 76, and respiratory rate 18.
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HEAD: Normal.

EARS: Normal.

NOSE: Normal.

THROAT: Normal.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema. Small punctate lesions on the left forearm, which are likely remnants of hair follicles. No visible drainage. There is no pus. There is no surrounding erythema. There is no warmth. There is no evidence of DVT. Pulses are palpable. Sensation is intact. Motor strength is within normal limits.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is unremarkable.
LABS: Pending.

IMPRESSION: Nonspecific dermatitis associated with hair loss and 10-pound weight loss over one year of unclear etiology. The patient was offered to have colonoscopy, but refused. She is seeing dermatologist, Dr. Katz, for the alopecia and getting steroid shots in the scalp. Stool for occult blood and ova and parasites will be sent as well as CBC. The results of these tests will be forwarded to your attention. The patient has been given prescription for Bactroban ointment. Advised not to use any harsh chemicals or tape on the skin, may have irritated.
We will follow along with you and advise further.
