CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen by urologist and scheduled for cystoscopy and possible intraoperative lithotripsy of the left kidney.
The patient stated that occasionally he has blood in the urine but there is no burning urination and the patient has no fever or chills.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, headache, dizziness, cough, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gastritis and he is on famotidine 20 mg tablet one tablet twice a day as needed.

The patient also has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 100 mcg once a day.
The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and he is on montelukast 10 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 10 mg one tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of anxiety and he is on sertraline 50 mg tablet one tablet daily.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his family. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no significant flank tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
