CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of poor appetite, weight loss, and generalized muscle weakness.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his daughter stating that he has poor appetite for the last three to four weeks and subsequently he lost weight sometime he is under stress because he starts his work at 3 a.m. and he is Uber driver. Subsequently the patient lost weight and lately he is trying to eat three times a day.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, or exposure to any infections or allergies. The patient also denied nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on carvedilol 3.125 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is taking losartan 25 mg one tablet twice a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg two tablets in the morning along with low-carb diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is Uber driver. The patient denies any alcohol use or substance abuse or smoking.
