CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain and dry skin.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that low back pain is worse upon exertion and the pain level is 5 or 6, sometimes it is more upon activities of daily living. The patient was scheduled for MRI; however, insurance did not approve the test.

The patient also developed dryness of the skin and it is pruritic and most of the rashes are in the back.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for left shoulder pain.
MEDICATIONS: Tramadol 50 mg tablet once a day as needed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use in the last few months.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the lumbar soft tissues and lumbar flexion is painful at 45 degrees. Weightbearing is also painful.
SKIN: Examination reveals dry patches of the skin on the back and also upper extremities. There are no abscesses noted. There is no cellulitis.
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
