CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 48-year-old female seen for cardiac evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 48-year-old female with long-standing history of hypertension who reports palpitations. She noted that symptoms of palpitations began approximately one month earlier, the symptoms are worse at night. She goes to the gym approximately five days per week. She has no symptoms of chest pain or pressure. She denies symptoms of dyspnea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hypothyroidism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Gastric sleeve.

2. Right knee surgery.

3. Right rotator cuff repair.

4. C-section x3.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 50/12.5 mg one daily.

2. Synthroid 50 mcg one daily.

ALLERGIES: LISINOPRIL results in cough.

FAMILY HISTORY: Her 20-year-old son has hypertension at age 15. Father had hypertension. Mother had hypertension and obesity.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, caffeine, or drug use. She notes rare alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Respiratory: She has sputum production.

Cardiac: She has palpitation.

Neurologic: She has headache.

Musculoskeletal: She has multiple joint pains.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 111/75, pulse 79, respiratory rate 18, height 68 inches, and weight 131 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 82 bpm and nonspecific ST/T-wave changes. Artifact had baseline noted.

IMPRESSION: The patient is noted to have palpitations. Further has history of hypertension, which is controlled and history of hypothyroidism. Etiology of palpitation is not clear. Given early history of hypertension, we will rule out secondary causes.

PLAN: Renal ultrasound with rule out renal artery stenosis, T3, T4, and TSH. We will further obtain urine VMA and metanephrines.
