The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2012, at Charlottesville, Virginia, the patient was exercising on a bicycle. The patient was riding a bicycle as exercise.  The patient tells me that he crashed the bicycle.  He landed on to his right side of the head onto the ground.  He immediately hit the right side of the head and completely lost consciousness.  He was wearing a helmet, but then he was out of consciousness for about 5 to 10 minutes.  The patient woke up on the ground, with severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient broke the right collarbone.  The patient was taken by the ambulance to the hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient was having severe headache and confusion for next several days.
The patient currently has significant daily dizziness.  The patient has mental fogginess, irritability, and fatigue.  The patient also has chronic headaches.  The patient tells me for about three months after the incident, he was not able to play band.  He was not able to play music.
The patient tells me he just retired from the Air Force about month ago.  The patient was working as a band in the military.  The patient tells me that since the incident, the patient was not able to play band very well.  The patient has significant difficulty to read music.  The patient has difficulty following instructions.  The patient has fatigue and mental fogginess.  Unable to play music since the incident.  The patient also has dizziness, which is also affecting him play music.  His mental fogginess, irritability, and fatigue also affecting to play music.
