This is my conversation with Mrs. Kim Wilbanks, the patient’s wife, today at .11:30 a.m.

This 59-year-old gentleman had severe low back pain in November 2024, underwent laminectomy in December 2024, pain increased in January 2025, had second surgery for fusion, plates and screws placed, was on morphine, tramadol, and gabapentin; numerous medications till about a week ago when he stopped taking his medication cold turkey. He is now going through withdrawal. He was seen at HCA ER yesterday or day before, they gave him Ativan in the emergency room, but they never gave him a prescription. Today, he is still going through withdrawals and his wife wants to know what to do. I told them he needs to go back to the emergency room where these physicians are even though it is in Houston. He does not want to go to Houston Health. There is nothing that anybody can do for him here, he needs to be hospitalized and he needs to be placed on the right medication for his pain and his withdrawal needs to be under control. I told his wife that people die with withdrawals and she cannot screw around with this any longer, she needs to take him to Houston, take him to the hospital. She promises she will do so today.
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
