CC: Medication issue.

HPI: A 70-year-old female with severe late onset Alzheimer’s disease. She is having issue with taking oral medications. Med aide who has worked with her for some time reports that the patient has difficulties swallowing some of her medications. She will try until he tells her to stop and then will have her spit it out and then other medications she refuses to take or she will take and then just spit them out. So, I am reviewing her medications and we will write a medication crush order.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pill dysphagia or refusing. I have reviewed the patient’s medications. She is on Lipitor for hyperlipidemia. We will use the remaining supply and then discontinue this medication. She does have troubles swallowing this pill. In the interim for all of her medications, we will do a medication crush order and some medications will be presented in either pudding or flavored yogurt. We will follow up with this in a couple of weeks and see how she is doing. Of note, she is not noted to have dysphagia during meal time.
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
