She has called to the pulmonologist and asked for an inhaler, but he called in not an albuterol inhaler. When she went to the pharmacy, it was approximately $400 and could not afford it and she is requesting just a basic albuterol inhaler until she can get to her pulmonologist in a few days to help her whenever she gets into a coughing fit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, COPD and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: MEDROL DOSEPAK, TESSALON PERLES and ANY MYCINS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
ASSESSMENT: COPD, cough and reactive airway disease.
PLAN: We will provide rescue albuterol inhaler and the patient is to follow up with her pulmonologist. Discharged in stable condition.
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
