A 94-year-old woman is being seen today for face-to-face. The patient is totally and completely wheelchair bound. She has lost weight. She has decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient currently is on hospice with Alzheimer dementia.
She lives by herself. She has a caretaker that is present today. Caretaker tells me that she is present more often than not because the patient cannot be left alone and almost requires 24 x 7 care. Her other comorbidities include hypertension, coronary artery disease, DJD, spinal stenosis, hip pain, and chronic pain.

The patient continues to lose weight. Her vital signs were stable. O2 sats 94%. Pulse 80. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 140/60.

The patient has a KPS score of 40%, FAST score of 7C and MAC of 25 cm. She continues to be confused. She has Sundowner syndrome, bowel and bladder incontinent, and ADL dependent. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
