Vital signs are stable. Blood pressure controlled with Procardia XL. The patient’s Alzheimer dementia has caused him to be totally and completely bedbound with contractures of the lower extremity. He is total care with ADL dependency as well as bowel and bladder incontinent. His wife is the one that takes care of him. His blood sugars have been stable because he is not eating very much at this time. His confusion has increased. He is not oriented to person, place or time. He is ADL dependent and has bowel and bladder incontinence. He wears a diaper. The patient’s wife states that he is not taking any p.o. medication. He is only set to a bottle with Ensure and wife has to hold it for him at this time. MAC is 22 cm. The drop in the KPS is signifies worsening condition and the fact that the patient only has weeks to months to live. Overall prognosis remains quite poor.
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
