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Agnese Tima continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Multinodular goiter.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.1 mg, eight pills per week.

Previous evaluation included multiple fine needle aspiration biospy from right lobe of her thyroid, indicating benign hyperplastic findings.

On this visit, she had no specific complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72 and weight 169 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The thyroid gland was not palpable and with no neck lymphadenopathy. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Lab Test: TSH 3.15, in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Multinodular goiter, hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, well compensated on her current dosage of thyroid hormone.

I recommend no changes at this time.

As I retired in the near future, I recommend that she follow with her primary doctor for further surveillance.
