HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 75-year-old woman comes in today complaining of piece of her hearing aid breaking in her right ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She had some cancer in her shoulder years ago, she is not under treatment. Her blood pressure is controlled. She is not taking any medication except for gabapentin to help her sleep and neuropathy pain.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, bladder surgery, and shoulder surgery for cancer.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is up-to-date. Mammogram is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is married. She does not smoke. She does not drink.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of stroke and heart attack. Father at 96, he is alive and has issues with his heart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 173 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 20. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 149/70.

HEENT: There is a clear plastic noted in her right ear canal.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. After consent was obtained, the area was irrigated without any success and the clear plastic still remains.

2. We will send the patient to ENT for evaluation and treatment.

3. We will treat her with Cortisporin to keep from developing inflammation or infection while she is waiting to see the ENT.
4. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving my office.
