HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 5-year-old young man comes in with a rash over his torso and his face. Mother has been using Benadryl. The rash is now totally and completely gone. The patient has been on no new medication.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seasonal allergies severe and gastroesophageal reflux.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubes in the ears.
MEDICATIONS: None except for some kind of steroid cream that was received from the previous physician for molluscum contagiosum.
ALLERGIES: He is allergic to AMOXIL.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure. He lives with mother and father.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is alert. He is awake. He has no symptoms now.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 54 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.5. Respirations 20. Pulse 97. Blood pressure 91/50.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Allergic reaction; to what, we do not know.

2. Has been using Zyrtec and Claritin.

3. I gave him a prescription for Singulair 5 mg in case they need to switch.

4. They do not need to start the Singulair unless the rash returns and does not respond to Zyrtec or Claritin. This was discussed with mother at length before leaving.
