As you know, the patient was diagnosed with positive serology for HSV-1 and 2.
The patient has no symptoms and denies any high-risk sexual behavior. Despite this, he wishes to clarify and rule out possibility of any of the sexually transmitted diseases.
The patient will have repeat serology with type specific antibodies and this will help clarify the situation. He was offered prescription for Valtrex and this could help prevention of transmission to his significant other who is negative for antibodies. He wishes to defer taking any medication at present.
