The patient was seen in the office on 03/27/25 following the MVA. She states she was driving a van, transporting __________ with passenger. She states they were hit from behind at a high speed, knocked into the car in front of her. She states that upper seatbelt did engage. She complains of tightness in her left face and forehead, also pain in her lower back and pubic area, and a knot in her left upper thigh. Denies loss of consciousness. She describes increased pain to the pubis with ambulation. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Examination revealed 1+ tenderness to the left lateral forehead and lateral face. Also with 2+ tenderness to the pubic area with questionable soft tissue swelling to the face. No spine tenderness as well as pubis. Also with a soft tissue swelling noted to the left proximal lateral thigh. 
Because of complaints of intense pubic pain, questionable lower abdominal pain, the patient was sent to __________ for CT of the pubis. Results are not being able to be attained on 27th; the patient was advised to return on 28th when she was seen again.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: MVA with injury left face and forehead, LS spine, pubis with questionable fracture of the pubis, pubic rami also with contusion and hematoma to the proximal left thigh. Further evaluation and treatment pending followup office visit.
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
