This is a 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. This is a very thin debilitated black man who has lost tremendous amount of weight. He states that he used to weigh 150 pounds and now he weighs 120 pounds or less. He is quite hypoxic. He is at 88% oxygen on room air today. He is at high risk of fall; the patient is at a fall risk of 13+ at this time given his severe unsteadiness and his unsteady gait.. He suffers from Alzheimer’s dementia with FAST score of 7A, requires help with ADL, bowel and bladder incontinent. He also found to be tachycardic with a pulse of 110 with lower extremity edema despite his tremendous weight loss; this is related to right-sided heart failure as well as his pulmonary hypertension secondary to his severe COPD. He also has a history of hypertension, heart failure, severe dyspnea, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and dementia with the above-mentioned FAST score, KPS score of 40%, oriented to person and place, difficulty with shortness of breath at rest requiring his inhaler at least four to six times a day. He is now sleeping 12 to 14 hours a day, high risk of fall. His LMAC is 28%. KPS is 40% compared to 50% at admission. The patient’s decline has been unavoidable and continues with care of the hospice nurse and aides to be able to live his life. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
