This is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of unspecified severe protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has had numerous efforts and workup as far as cause of her weight loss is concerned. She has been tried on numerous medications including antipsychotic and has used THC on her own to increase her weight. The patient’s weight is dropped down to 120s now. She eats about 20% of her meals. She also suffers from neuropathy in the lower extremities, chronic pain; requires pain medication and neuroleptic on a regular basis.

The patient also has a history of hyperlipidemia and gastroesophageal reflux. Her MAC is at 20 cm. She continues to have unsteadiness as far as her gait and her activity is concerned. She has a hard time walking from her couch to the door. She also has a history of liver carcinoma, hypertension, decreased weight, and protein-calorie malnutrition. Her KPS is at 40%. Her O2 saturation is stable at 94% today off of oxygen on room air. There was a consideration regarding her weight loss due to previous cancer and the neuroendocrine disorder as the cause of her weight loss, but she refused any further workup and/or further evaluation regarding the cause of her weight loss and had chosen to be placed on hospice. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
