This is a 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient’s care was discussed with the caretaker who tells me that she is staying in bed now 80% of the day.

Her new KPS is at 30%. She is eating about 30-35% of her meals. She also has a right breast 6 o’clock growth, which was noted beginning of March, consistent with breast cancer, which is contributing to weight loss, decreased appetite, and her weakness. Blood pressure is 100/60, pulse is 110, O2 sats 94%. FAST is 7A. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, total ADL dependent. She has increased bouts of agitation being in pain, requires pain medication now during the day. She is sleeping 16 hours a day. Her MAC at 27% demonstrates unavoidable weight loss related to her medical condition, hospice diagnosis as well as a newly found breast lesion. She also has protein-calorie malnutrition. She is not a candidate for breast cancer treatment, most likely has less than six months to live. The patient will be kept comfortable during these times. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this woman. LMAC is currently at 24 cm compared to the LMAC of 25 cm at the time of admission on or about 08/30/2024.
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
