Dear Jamie:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Susan with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, history of calcium oxalate stones, which caused a secondary bilateral hydronephrosis and history of Crohn’s disease with chronic diarrhea.  Her last visit was July 8, 2024.  She has felt well.  Her weight is down 6 pounds within the last nine months and she is feeling well.  She likes this weight and feels like it is a healthy weight at this time and she reports that she sees Dr. Sahay every three months who is her oncologist for breast cancer and her last PET scan was clear she reports.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  She does have history of colectomy and she is also on treatment for psoriatic arthritis, Humira every two weeks and that is helping her.  No current edema.
Medications:  Besides Humira 40 mg every two weeks she is on the mercaptopurine 50 mg daily, letrozole 2.5 mg daily, TUMS 500 mg as needed and Ibrance 125 mg daily three weeks on and one week off.
Physical Examination:  Weight 140 pounds and blood pressure 108/72.
Labs:  Her most recent lab studies were done on January 7, 2025, her creatinine was 1.76 with estimated GFR 32 and that is improved, calcium is 9.2, sodium 143, potassium 3.5, carbon dioxide 26, albumin 3.8, magnesium was 2.3, her hemoglobin is 11.9 and white count 3.4 and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with improved creatinine levels.  We have asked her to get labs for us every three months.
2. Crohn’s disease with chronic diarrhea, which caused the fluctuating levels of creatinine; therefore, the routine labs every three months will be continued and she will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
