Dear Mrs. Smith:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Negus who was seen in consultation on October 22, 2024, with stage IV chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  He is doing very well at this time.  His weight is stable and he has had no recent hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit.  He states that he had to stop Farxiga 5 mg daily because it was too expensive.  He was charged for price over $1000 for month and he really could not afford that so he is not using that now, but he states blood sugars are actually very well controlled currently.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No current chest pain or palpitations.  Stable dyspnea and he is anticoagulated with warfarin and he denies any changes in his chronic edema of the lower extremities.
Medications:  He takes Bumex 1 mg twice a day, carvedilol is 3.25 mg twice a day, warfarin, Synthroid, amiodarone 100 mg daily, potassium 10 mEq daily, Synthroid, Zoloft, trazodone, Flomax, allopurinol, Zanaflex, spironolactone is 25 mg daily and Singulair.  He takes finasteride 5 mg daily, gabapentin is 300 mg twice a day, Lantus insulin 20 units twice a day and Tylenol as needed for pain.
Physical Examination:  Weight 275 and blood pressure was 135/65.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 02/24/2025, creatinine was 2.69, estimated GFR is 24 and that is stable, sodium 138, potassium 4.4, carbon dioxide 26, calcium 8.8, albumin 4.5, phosphorus is 4.4, intact parathyroid hormone is 230, protein to creatinine ratio 0.233 and his hemoglobin is 14.2 with normal white count and platelets 118,000.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IV chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels and we have asked him to continue getting labs monthly.
2. Diabetic nephropathy currently stable.
3. Hypertension currently at goal and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in four months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
