There is no other treatment available for her Myelodysplastic syndrome. For this reason, she has been admitted to hospice for further care. Overall, prognosis remains poor. The patient is not interested in any further treatment for anemia and transfusion. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. The patient’s record indicates that she has been fighting her Myelodysplastic syndrome for sometime. She has had numerous bone marrow aspiration and biopsies in the past. She appears to be in pain requires pain medications around the clock which also contributes to her weakness. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
