Mr. Wooten is a 62-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of chronic hepatic failure with coma, nonalcoholic steatohepatic liver failure (NASH), history of alcoholic hepatitis, hypertension, chronic pain, idiopathic neuropathy related to his liver failure as well as weight loss. The patient continues to eat less. He has ADL dependency. He has issues with incontinence from time-to-time. His KPS score is at 40%. I do not have a recent albumin on this gentleman, but I suspect the patient has protein-calorie malnutrition. He appears to have some ascites. He requires oxygen at 2 L. Today, his O2 sat was 96%. History of muscle wasting, requires nutritional supplements to augment his diet. The left arm MAC is 20 cm today. He continues to decline. He requires pain medication around the clock related to his neuropathy related to his liver failure. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
