This 95-year-old woman was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain.
She continues to lose weight. She eats about 20% of her meals. She has bowel and bladder incontinence. She sleeps in her chair most of the day somewhere between 18 and 20 hours a day. She is helped to her bed where she goes to sleep and then brought back into the living area to sit in a recliner. Her blood pressure today was 90/60. Her respiration was 24 and pulse was 89. She has a MAC of 19.5 on the left side.
The patient breathes very shallow. Her O2 sat is 90% because of hypoventilation. She responds to her name. She does not talk. She responds to her name and deep stimuli only. She has KPS of 20%. FAST score of 7D. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient is total ADL dependent, totally bedbound, totally bowel and bladder incontinent with severe weight loss. The patient is expected to do poorly given the natural progression of her disease.
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
