CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of heartburn, cough, wheezing, and nasal obstruction.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed heartburn for the past two days and is feeling better today since he had Tums. He never drank any alcohol and no history of nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. The patient also did not notice any tarry or black stools.

The patient has wheezing on and off and he has used inhalers in the past, but this time he has more wheezing on lying down.

The patient also feels blockage in the nose and there is no snoring.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, ear discharge, sore throat, cough, sputum production, blood in the saliva, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for osteoporosis and he is on alendronate 70 mg tablet once a week along with 8 ounces of water.

The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and he is on aspirin 81 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 40 mg tablet one tablet along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of insomnia and he is on zolpidem 5 mg, half tablet as needed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a widow and he lives with his son. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable except nasal turbinate on the left side. No bleeding.
Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Few expiratory wheezing, otherwise unremarkable. There is no lymphadenopathy.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: There is no focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
