CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for right shoulder pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the patient has right shoulder pain on and off and it is worse upon exertion. The patient is a limo driver and he lifts luggage sometimes. The pain level is 4 or 5 however and is less now since he is doing some stretching exercises and the patient is advised to keep appointment with the therapist.

The patient has a history of multiple sexual partners and he wants to get STD test. The patient does not have any symptoms at this time.
