Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Macey comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working as a postal employee and he delivered mail until approximately five months ago. He states that he stopped driving two years ago, but his employers made accommodations for him so that he could continue his rute and not have to drive. He states that he was diagnosed with a cone dystrophy in 1989 and that it was genetically confirmed. He states he has an elder brother with the same condition. There is a record in the chart from a Dr. Yi Ling Dai who confirms the diagnosis of cone dystrophy. He does not use eye drops. He has not had eye surgery nor trauma. He does wear contact lenses.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/300 on the right and count fingers only on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –12.75 +7.25 x 180 on the right and –12.50 +6.00 x 159 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +4.00 measures 20/400 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally round and reactive. The muscle balance is grossly orthophoric. There is a fine jerk nystagmus. Intraocular pressures measure 13 on the right and 14 on the left with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows bilateral macular pigment degeneration. The vessels have mild attenuation. The vitreous is clear. There is no edema. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus shows less than 10 degrees of horizontal field on each side.
Assessment:
1. Retinal cone dystrophy.
2. Myopia with astigmatism.
Mr. Macey has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of cone dystrophy. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He cannot read small nor moderate size print, use a computer, nor distinguish between small objects. However, he should be able to avoid hazards in his environment. Clinically, he has a small central visual field, but he has a wide peripheral visual field.
His prognosis is poor.
