Dennis Kurzawa has been seen at this office since 2007.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

4. Background retinopathy.

5. Dyslipidemia.

Current Medications: Insulin, lisinopril 5 mg daily, simvastatin 80 mg daily, and metoprolol ER 50 mg daily.

His blood sugar control has been excellent and he is now on a iLet Beta Bionics pump and has transition to this new technology quite well.

When last seen, on March 6, 2025, he had no specific complaints relative to the diabetes.

Hemoglobin A1c is 6.1%, indicating excellent control.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/68, weight 236 pounds, and BMI is 33.9. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The neck examination was unremarkable. The peripheral examination was intact.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with excellent control, insulin pump therapy, dyslipidemia, and background retinopathy.

His lab test are performed by his primary physician but previously had been satisfactory with an LDL of 77, GFR 80, creatinine level 1.04, and TSH 3.0.

His insulin pump has been reviewed and glucometer readings evaluated and discussed.

As I now retire, I have asked that he follow with his primary doctor and also with a new endocrinologist for future advice in regards to his diabetes.
