HISTORY: This is a 53-year-old gentleman here for a followup. Mr. Tony Harrison stated he was seen here on 04/10/2025, had labs drawn, is here to follow up for these results.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient indicated that he continues to have difficulties with having and maintaining erection. He stated the Viagra he received the last time has caused him to have headache and he stated he stopped using it and would like to see if there is an alternative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, obese gentleman.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 95% at room air.

Blood pressure is 127/88.

Pulse is 78.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.6.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Low T.
2. Erectile dysfunction.
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PLAN: The patient’s labs were reviewed. There is some minor abnormality namely potassium 3.4. He was advised on diet to consume that is high in potassium as medication is not his preferred replacement method. He stated he wants to do food that is rich in potassium.
Testosterone is decreased. Testosterone is 77. Replacement was prescribed as follows:
1. Testosterone transdermal 12.5 mg/pump, he will apply 12.5 mg or one pump to skin daily for 90 days.
2. Cialis 10 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days. He was advised not to take the Viagra and the Cialis together. He states he understands and will not take them together. He states he does not like the Viagra anyway because it causes him severe headache whenever he uses it.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. The patient was educated on the importance of lifestyle adjustment for his weight, which includes diet and exercises, he states he understands and will comply. Advised to come back to the clinic if he has any questions.
