Dear Dr. Khan:
This is a followup Mrs. Brown donated a kidney to sister many years back.  Last visit a year ago.  Diagnosis and treatment for left-sided breast cancer.  Surgery done.  Taking hormonal treatment letrozole.  No metastases.  No chemotherapy or radiotherapy.  Follows Dr. Sahay.  Minimal edema.  Compression stockings.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Only blood pressure ARB candesartan.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 138/76 on the right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries review, creatinine at baseline 1.02 for a GFR of 57 stage III.
Assessment and Plan:  Donated a kidney to sister, stable CKD stage III, not symptomatic.  Minimal anemia.  Does not require treatment.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic alkalosis, not on diuretics.  Blood pressure well controlled, everything is stable.  Emotional support provided.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
