Dear Mr. Novak:

This is a followup for Mr. Owens with chronic kidney disease, prior uric acid stones, obstructive uropathy, hypertension and prior left-sided hydronephrosis.  Last visit in October.  No hospital emergency room.  Follows Dr. Mills urology, Saginaw.  Next visit 04/25.  No abdominal or back pain.  No hematuria or passing stone.  Recent MRI of the prostate low risk.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  He is physically active.  Walks 1.5 miles every day.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the lisinopril and Norvasc.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 219 stable.  Blood pressure by nurse 133/79.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No flank tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April; creatinine 1.46, which is baseline representing a GFR 50 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression, not symptomatic.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  No recurrence of uric acid stones, prior left-sided hydronephrosis and obstructive uropathy.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
