Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Jack with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  Three small meals.  Poor appetite and weight loss.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Has constipation, no bleeding.  Minor incontinence.  He wears underpants.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No nocturia.  This is a chronic problem.  Uses a cane two of them no falling episode.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No syncope.  Minor dyspnea.  No oxygen, inhalers or CPAP machine.  Follows cardiology Dr. Krepostman.  They are talking might require some valve procedure.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight diabetes cholesterol management and narcotics.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Blood pressure Lasix, Entresto and metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 123, previously 130-136 and blood pressure 148/70.  Lungs are clear.  Loud holosystolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  Does have weakness lower extremities bilateral.  Does have JVD.  Recent echo 2024 mitral valve regurgitation and aortic stenosis.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries March, creatinine 2.5 appears progressive and present GFR 24 stage IV.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium.  Normal acid base, nutrition and calcium.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.  Anemia 10.7.  Large red blood cells 102.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV appears progressive.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Underlying congestive heart failure.  Has two valves abnormalities.  No indication for dialysis.  There is also a component of diabetic nephropathy and hypertension in the past.  There has been no documented urinary retention, prior coronary artery disease bypass and stent.  Update chemistries in the next few weeks.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
